OVERVIEW

Zonecheck Live combines the Zonecheck® and Livetap family of products together by allowing our automated flow-
switch testing device to be retro-fitted to existing systems without the need to drain down. Zonecheck uses a closed loop 
system that re-circulates water to simulate the operation of a sprinkler head to check the correct function of the flow-
switch without discharging water. Zonecheck Live uses our Livetap drilling system to fit Zonecheck around an existing 
flow-switch whilst the water remains in the pipe and the sprinkler system remains in beneficial use. 

A Livetap Kwik Vent can also be fitted at the same time (where required) to allow for venting of pipework (for more 
information on the Kwik Vent please refer to LT-KV-DS-03/11-04).

and isolate any alarms. Once test is complete return to ‘standby’ position.

Orientation Zonecheck can be installed both horizontally and vertically. Please check the directional arrows on the pump casting 
before installing.  Pump flow should be opposite to the sprinkler systems flow.

When installing horizontally the flow-switch must face upwards and can not be installed facing sidewards or below the 
pipe.

For Riser applications, make sure the pump flow runs oppersite (downwards) to the sprinkler system.

*Please leave a minimum of 160mm above the face flow-switch and pump head for access and maintenance.
